Scholarships will be awarded to the winners via a check from GLFFA. Awarded scholarship payment will be 
presented no earlier than June of 2026 in the amount of $ 1,000. The only requirement for claiming an awarded 
scholarship is to provide proof of enrollment in college or trade school.
